 Planned teaching, learning & assessment activities


Lesson 1


Gather children together.  Who remembers what they did before they came to school?  Who remembers what they did yesterday evening?  Last weekend?  During the holidays?  Line children up in human timeline with child who remembers this morning at the front and the child who remembers the holidays at the back.  


Ask children, who knows when they were born?  Where will they stand on the timeline?  What about the Head Teacher when he / she was born?  Where would they stand?  Children will naturally space themselves out down the line.


What else do they know about long ago events from history?  As children answer, they form into a human timeline.


Introduce Grandma and Great grandma’s time – the 1930s & 40s.


Begin class timeline with pictures and captions about children, parents, grand parents and great grandparents.


Lesson 2  Literacy Hour  (TL = Text Level)


Read ‘Sally’s Special History Lesson’ during literacy hour ( stories with a familiar setting; covers text level work 1 – 6)   Activities could include some of the following


sequence pictures to establish beginning, middle & end of story  (TL4)


sequence flashcards to establish beginning, middle & end of story  (TL4)


describe one part of story & ask children what happened next? (TL4)


listen to two children re telling the story; check it out with the text.  Who remembered most? (TL3)


answer following questions – ‘What did Sally find out about V E Day?


Which were Grandma’s happy memories Which were Grandma’s sad memories?    Why did Grandma have a mixture of sad & happy memories? (TL5)


Discuss with children – Is their family like Sally’s family?  Does their Grandma listen to them in the same way?  Do they get treats from her etc? (TL6)

 Differentiation

Lesson 3


Discuss Sally’s Story in history lesson.  Draw up list of ways the children in the story found out about the war.


Class brainstorm as to other ways of finding out.  Add these to the list. Illustrate with examples if possible


Introduce photograph of VE Day party taking place in Liverpool.  Children examine photograph and answer questions such as Why do you think they all look happy?  Can you see the mummies? What sort of food are they eating etc.?


Discuss with children the sorts of questions they would like to ask if a visitor came who had been to a party like that in Liverpool when he / she was a child.  Record these questions on the board.


Lesson 4


Provide children with selection of photographic evidence about the war in Liverpool scanned onto disk and with added text boxes.


Children write inside these boxes what they would like to know about these photographs 


Invite a visitor into school to tell children about his or her memories of the war in Liverpool


Children send their questions and photographs together with their letter of invitation to this visitor


Using these and the questions devised in lesson 3, the visitor is videoed talking about what he or she remembers about life in Liverpool during the Second World War.


Lesson 5


Re cap on lesson with the visitor.  Discuss with children.  Did they enjoy meeting him or her?  Why is it important to listen to what old people can tell us about the past?  How could they, the children show their visitor how important she / he still in the community?  How can small children help old people?


Make a list of ideas for helping old people I n the community.


Class debate and then vote for the three best ideas.


Class agreement on how to carry out these ideas.


Present them at class assembly
