	PLANNED TEACHING, LEARNING & ASSESSMENT ACTIVITIES

	When were the new homes built in Eldon Street?

· Explain nature of topic, ‘Change in Liverpool housing from 1850 to early 1900s

· Children construct timeline to scale (either on wall or in folders) 

· Introduce 3 photographs of concrete dwellings being erected together with 1905 council minutes, newspaper reports and architect’s description of materials used.

· What is the date common to all sources?

· Children record date and event on timeline.

How do we know that people thought they were important?

· Children look more closely at sources, the people in the photos, the comments in the minutes and articles etc.  They list five clues that they think prove that these buildings were ‘causing a stir’.  

· Using the sources available children compose a newspaper article, headline etc announcing the completion of the homes as desirable residences for the people of Vauxhall.

· Introduce story of Brodie, who he was and what he did

Why were they built?

· Class discussion around the question why do people build new homes?  Children come up with a variety of reasons ( nice place to live, not enough houses in the area, new jobs created needing more homes etc, old homes in state of disrepair)  They speculate as to reasons why Eldon Street homes were built.

· Introduce 1891 OS map of the street.  What can they deduce from this clue?  List their suggestions on board.  Introduce in turn the 1851 census (explaining only how to work out how many people lived in each house), the Dr Duncan Medical Officer of Health Report and finally the photographs, including views of insides & outsides.  Ask the same questions with each source, i.e. what can they deduce from this clue?

· Children finally agree why they think the old housing was replaced.

· Children record dates of sources, census etc on their timeline

· They either compose a letter to their local councillor as a concerned resident living in the unsanitary homes, or label each of the photographs with reasons why the place was uninhabitable

	PLANNED TEACHING, LEARNING & ASSESSMENT ACTIVITIES

	What homes in your area were built around 100 years ago?

· Class discussion about housing in their own particular area.  Which are old, which are new?

· How do we know which are old?

· Are they similar to or different from the types of homes in Eldon Street?

· Introduce 1905 OS map of street where oldest housing in the locality is situated.

· Children locate the housing on the map

· Introduce 2001 map of the same street.  What has changed?  What has stayed the same according to the map.

· Take children on a site visit to the street – children note down further changes.

· Using a digital camera, children take photographs of the pre 1905 housing

· Back in class these are downloaded onto PCs, children add their own descriptions, and label the architectural features (see accompanying worksheet)

· Using the houses as a stimulus, children, in their art/ CDT lessons create images/collages/3D models etc to incorporate into display work for the local history exhibition.
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
