	PLANNED TEACHING, LEARNING & ASSESSMENT ACTIVITIES

	· Before the lesson begins the teacher sticks a photograph of Kitty Wilkinson on the board/flipchart/wall and writes the name ‘Kitty Wilkinson’ below it. This is covered with paper or a cloth.

· Teacher shows the pupils a collection of objects, explaining that they are clues to the identity of a famous person who once lived in Liverpool. 

·  Pupils identify each object which may include: a bible, spinning spindle, an empty medicine bottle, a blanket, bandages, candle, apron, head scarf, washing dolly, soap, cleaning cloth, old (very old) school book etc.

· Class discuss:

· What is this object?

· How is it used?

· What sort of person might use it?

· The identity of the person may be revealed in stages, by removing parts of the covering as worthwhile guesses about her occupation are made. Teacher explains that Kitty Wilkinson was a famous local person who helped the sick, poor and injured in Liverpool in an unusual way because she was not a nurse like Florence Nightingale, but she understood that people needed to be kept clean and away from germs.  So she set up a room in her house as a laundry for the poor people to use.  Then she persuaded the Liverpool council to build a wash house in Pitt Street.

· Parts of Kitty’s story are written on flashcards.  After children have listened to the story, the teacher asks individuals to blue tack the flashcards on the board in the correct chronological sequence.  Children ‘shared read’ the story

· Class discuss other people who help the poor and the sick in Liverpool today.  They think about the charities that the school supports.  Some children may wish to talk about their own friends or family who have helped them recently.

· Teacher gives each child a picture of the stained glass window in Kitty’s memory from the Anglican Cathedral. Children write an appropriate word or sentence either describing what Kitty Wilkinson did, or why she has been remembered (more able) on a piece of card and stick it around the picture 


	DIFFERENTIATION
	EXTENSION ACTIVITIES

	Some children make a large collage of Kitty which is used as the focal point for a class display.  They explain to their helper/ teacher what they liked best about her story,  This is recorded by the teacher for those who cannot yet write.
	More able pupils may complete further detail about Kitty’s achievements  which they write underneath her portrait.  They could compare these with the achievements of people who help them nowadays
