 Extension Activities


Children have to research in the school or local library typical Victorian features.  They don’t get a crib sheet! 








 Differentiation


Teacher makes sure children are in mixed ability groups


Some children are told from the beginning which houses are Victorian.  Their task is to find line drawings or other images that most closely resemble their photographs of Victorian buildings





 Planned teaching, learning & assessment activities


Lesson 1


Children examine photographs of a selection of buildings from different periods of time in the local area.  They identify them and offer any information they can add about the building.


Do any of them live in the houses?  Do they use the shops?  Do they go to the church?  Do their parents work in some of the factories or other buildings?  What are their feelings about their locality?  Do they like having this mixture of old and modern buildings?





Draw simple timeline on board with three headings, very old, old, modern.  In groups, children sort photographs into each category.  Taking turns they explain to the rest of the class why they put the photographs in a particular category.





Introduce general photographs, line drawings etc (from architectural books, school text books etc) showing typical Victorian houses and buildings.  Houses to be a mixture of terraces, double fronted semis or Victorian villas.  Children also examine close up pictures of chimneys, roofs, windows & doors to help them decide on features that distinguish Victorian from older or more modern houses.


Teacher draws attention to other clues e.g. names & dates built into fabric of houses (Jubilee Villas 1897).  





Children pick out from their timeline, the houses and buildings that they think are Victorian.  They check these buildings with the teacher and mark their position on a present day map of the locality.

 Differentiation


Some groups are given a recording grid to help them locate & count the number of churches, houses etc in each map.


Some groups look only for buildings rather than roads and rivers.


Some groups colour the fields in for all three maps

 Planned teaching, learning & assessment activities





Lesson 2


Provide children with photocopies of the 1890 map of the area.  Point out where school would be if it had been built.  Children mark it on their maps.


Children look for key buildings such as churches, farm buildings, small country houses, rows of cottages.  They look for key landscape features, fields, rivers etc.  They colour the roads & lanes in brown, the fields in green, streams, river or canals in blue and buildings in red.  Class discussion.  ‘What clues does this map give them about life in their locality over 100 years ago?


Children examine an OS map of their area for 1926.  They compare both maps and locate those features that appear on both maps first of all.  They circle these in pencil.  Teacher clarifies that the additional buildings must be post - Victorian buildings


Whole class helps teacher note on flip chart, number of roads, types of large buildings and approximate numbers of houses that appear on 1926 map but weren’t there before.


Provide modern map of locality.  Compare all three maps.  Class discussion.  When, in their opinion did things change most?  Which period saw the biggest changes in the locality?  


Children record their answers explaining why they have come to these conclusions.

Some children provided with outlines of the buildings they will photograph.  They use these to draw and label key features.





 Planned teaching, learning & assessment activities


Lesson 3





Having established where most Victorian buildings are located in the area, children make a field work visit.  In pairs they take a section of each road, lane or street and take photographs of the Victorian building/s in their specified area.  Photos taken from as many angles as possible.  


They select three features on the building that in their opinion are the most significant evidence of its Victorian origins and draw and label these on a separate sheet of paper.  


Finally they choose three aspects of the building that they think have been most changed / added to since Victorian times and draw these on another sheet of paper.





Lesson 4





Teacher makes sure photographs are developed or, if possible digitally entered into the computer.


Each pair writes a short description of their house or building, and, using the evidence they have collected designs a display for their building.  Their description includes their own feelings about the building, how it has changed and whether they think it has changed for the better.

 Planned teaching, learning & assessment activities


Lesson 5


Class discussion about types of Victorian buildings they have just investigated.  Were they Victorian farmhouses, cottages for farm workers, terraced houses for railway or dock workers or perhaps large villas for factory or ship owners?  Were there Victorian churches in this area, Victorian town halls, railway buildings, meeting houses, factory buildings or schools and other municipal buildings?


Teacher divides children into groups.  Each group is given two possible reasons why this area developed.  One is the correct reason. (e.g. perhaps a railway was built and people moved here for jobs?)  The other is the wrong reason (e.g. people thought this looked a nice place to live )  n.b. the latter could be the correct reason in some areas of the city.


Each group receives appropriate pages from trade directories of the time (enlarged for ease of reference), local newspaper cuttings, photographs and postcards.


Children use these sources to decide which of their two reasons for development is the correct reason. They complete a chart headed Reason A evidence for / evidence against; Reason B evidence for / evidence against, listing the evidence and providing a brief explanation of why they have come to their judgements. 


Each group reports its findings back to the class.


Class discussion ‘Would this have been a good place to live in Victorian times?  Would it have been more or less polluted than nowadays?  Have we learned from the mistakes of our predecessors?’


Teacher uses completed evidence charts etc to add to class display on ‘Why our locality developed during Victorian times.’

 Extension Activities


If possible children try to discover the census data referring to some of the houses they have studied.  They report back to the rest of the class who lived there and what else the census tells them about each family.


 








 Differentiation


Some children have flashcards with different jobs written on them.  They match these flashcards to the text on the census sheet and count the number of times the jobs appear on the census sheet.





 Planned teaching, learning & assessment activities


Lesson 6





Teacher explains how census works (every ten years since 1841 part from wartime).  Introduces 1891 local census to class.  Each pupil has a copy of the pages that provide most evidence about types of jobs and occupations that people had.





Class directed to ‘Rank, Profession or Occupation’ column.  As they go through it together each child underlines those jobs that are linked to the reasons (that were worked out in the previous lesson) why the locality developed during Victorian times (e.g. agricultural labourer = farm land; stevedore = dockland)





Class compiles list of all the jobs linked to the reasons why the locality developed.





Class discussion: are there similar numbers of different jobs nowadays?  Which jobs did people do then that they still do nowadays?  How many people in those days were reliant on one industry?  What might have happened to them if the industry failed and they lost their jobs?  Are there similar issues in their locality nowadays? 





Teacher explains what safeguards there are nowadays for people who lose their jobs.  Class discussion:  Do they think the system is fairer nowadays than it was in Victorian times? 





For homework they research what these jobs entailed.  Final results added to class display.
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
