Resources 1 The Molyneux Family - Earl’s of  Sefton at Croxteth Hall

Notes and resources re Molyneux / Croxteth Hall  aimed for KS 1 as identified by Resource Code (RC and a number to link to list on appendix 1)

Concept of time and language use:

key words, phrases such as “before, after, past, a long time ago”. 

Discuss our key words and phrases; “today, yesterday, this week, last week, this year last year, one year ago etc before, after, past, a long time ago, this year, last year, next  year.

Set context. People have lived in many different types of houses in Liverpool throughout history. Some people had lots of land and the money to build very big houses. Let us look at a family who were in a position to do that and find out about where and how they lived. We are going to look at the MOLYNEUX family and their connection with our local area.

The following key questions have to be asked;
Who were they and were did they come from?

Look at brief family background history.RC1

Fix a simple time - line for period of enquiry and establish line of 1st to 7th Earl RC1

What is Croxteth Hall now and what was its role in the past? RC 1
Who built it and when? RC2

Who lived and worked there? RC1,RC3,RC4
What did they do? RC 4,RC15

Look at role of servants and the servant hierarchy.RC4

Look at photographs of Croxteth Hall taken in 1890 RC5

Find out who lived and worked there at that time. RC1,3  

What was the name of the Earl and the Countess (his wife).  RC1

Find a copy of a photograph of the 6th Earl and his wife, or the 6th Earl with his children and write all their names underneath the pictures RC6, RC7  

Can you find out the names of any other people who lived there? RC3

Can you find names for; The Butler, The Housekeeper, The Housemaids, The Kitchen-maids, The Gamekeeper, The Coach-driver, The Nurse-maid, The Governess, The Chef, The Cook. Describe what each of these people did. Place them in order of importance with reference to list of precedence.  RC14

Think of as many jobs that need to be done in the Hall and match jobs and people to them; for instance Laundry – 

Washing, drying & ironing of clothes and household items such as bed - sheets, bed- covers, table cloths, napkins etc Laundry-maids ………..name/s, how much paid, where lived etc. RC3

Laundry Maids,

Look at the picture of the Chef. What was his job, was he important?RC8 

How much money was he paid/ how do we know he was paid that amount?RC9

Where did the food come from for the kitchens at Croxteth Hall.(look at map)RC10

Look at; The Home Farm, The Victorian Walled Garden.RC11, RC12

Name some of the items grown in the Walled Garden. Why did it have big walls?RC11

Description of Walled Garden from “Gardeners Chronical”RC13
Who was in charge of the Walled Garden? What was his name? What did he do? Was he important? How much did he earn? Who was his employer? Did he have others to help with his work, who, how many – what were their duties, how much were they paid. Expand into like areas

Historical content – Exploring a local historic site – Croxteth Hall - and the family who lived there – The Earl’s of Sefton

Programme of study for KS1

Chronological understanding – place events and objects in chronological order

Use common words and phrases relating to the passing of time (Key words and phrases)

Knowledge and understanding of events, people and changes in the past – recognise why people did things, why events happened and what happened as a result

Identify differences between ways of life at different times.

Historical interpretation – 

Pupils should be taught to identify different ways in which the past is represented.

Historical enquiry – 

How to find out about the past from a range of sources of information; stories, eye-witness accounts, pictures and photographs, artifacts, historic buildings and museums, galleries and sites, the use of ICT – based sources 

To ask and answer questions about the past. 

Organisation and communication – pupils should be taught to select from their knowledge of history and communicate it in a variety of ways….talking, writing, using ICT

Breadth of study;

b) the way of life of people in the more distant past who lived in the local area…

c) the lives of significant men, women and  children drawn from the history of Britain and the wider world…….

d)past events from the history of Britain and the wider world

Proposed format for pupil work – display material inc. web based display with sound, possibly back projection and text presentations.

Key questions  

Who were the Molyneux family and why did they build a house at Croxteth? When did they move there and where did they move from? 

What was the Hall first used for?

What was the land around Croxteth Hall used for?

When was this? From……………to……………….

 Make a time line of 25 year segments and fit in dates for completion of different stages in the building of Croxteth Hall and the seven Earl’s of Sefton.

Subject Skills / Concepts

Identify differences between ways of life at different times -
TheMolyneux Family (Earl’s of Sefton) name some of the things the family did as part of their everyday lives. Why did they need servants?

The servants of Croxteth Hall. What kind of things did they do and why?

Values & concepts of Citizenship & Sustainability

The pupils engage with their local heritage and take an interest in the history on their doorstep.

History of local site becomes part of their history – children take “ownership”

Skills and aptitudes

That they begin to understand different ways of life and living by looking at what people did, and why, in the past.

Knowledge and understanding

Children should begin to differentiate between the past and their lives now. How would they feel for instance about “field sports” such as pheasant shooting?

Planned Teaching, Learning & Assessment Activities
· Pupils investigate: THE HALL & ITS FUNCTIONS –  by using exterior and interior photographs taken c. 1890.

· Site  visit: use site information or book guided visit by a “Butler” or “Housekeeper” to see how the big house was organised  in the last years of  Queen Victoria & early years of King Edward V11. Look and Listen. WHO LIVED THERE (& when) AND WHAT JOBS did people do? (if any). Look and Listen. Does anybody live in the house now?

· Use site resources to gain an understanding of the “life”of the house and the lives of the people who lived and worked there. Sketch, draw or paint servants AT WORKat work and the family and guests AT LEISURE. Find out how enough food was produced in the farm and walled garden to feed all the family, guests and servants..

· Use photographs of servants to identify their jobs. How many were required ? Use census extracts (these can be simplified and clarified) to find out how many different types of servant worked at the Hall over a thirty year period, from 1881,1891 to 1901.

· Discuss and write about the different types of job – bring in notion of servants hierarchy and “knowing your place”. Customs and etiquette – how polite society behaved, manners, paying respect to your betters (bowing and curtseying).

· Children discuss differences between lifestyles of the family & guests and the servants and record in words and pictures what life was like at the Hall in 1890.

Class discuss 

· What things are different to-day?

· What is Croxteth Hall used for now? Does anybody live there now?

· What are the Parkland, Farm and Gardens used for TODAY?

· Is it important that we keep them for people to see how others lived and worked a long time ago?  Why?
· Literacy links – write a day-diary of ….a housemaid, a kitchenmaid, Lady Sefton, a guest of Lady Sefton, The Head Gardener, saying what you did on one day at Croxteth in 1892 or 1902. Say who was on the throne, King Edward V11 or Queen Victoria.
· Drama / Role-play different servant roles and establish duties with a storyline based on peoples work and duties.
