 Extension Activities


Many pupils will be able to conduct their own research into famous or infamous Liverpool characters using their local libraries, the Internet, and their parent’s memories.  They also create their own writing frame (n.b. dense text will not look good at the exhibition and will not be read, so pupils will also have to edit their work afterwards, a very important skill)

 Differentiation


Pupils create a painting or collage of their chosen famous person and make simple answers to some or all of the above questions which they then place around the painting within large speech bubbles


 


 





 Planned teaching, learning & assessment activities 		





Who was  (chosen character)?


Pupils view photographs / paintings of chosen character, and choose three adjectives that they think describe his/her appearance.  They write these on card (or whiteboards) and discuss as a class which were the most popular adjectives to describe this person and why. 





Class reads, as shared text activity, background information about the character.  They note adjectives used to describe him her and discuss why they are similar to or different from the ones they chose themselves.


 


In groups pupils examine some of the resources produced by or about the chosen character such as extracts from biographies or stories, poems, newspaper articles, photographs, and pictures.  Each group uses the resources to answer one of the following questions


When do you think he / she lived? 


Was he /she a wealthy person? 


What sort of job do you think he/she would have had? 


What sort of person do you think he/she was? 


Each group reports its findings for their question to the rest of the class explaining how they came to their conclusions.





Pupils interview teacher-in-role as chosen character (refer to background notes) choosing questions that they haven’t been able to answer from the materials e.g. 


Where were you born? Did you always live in the same place? 


What do you think are your greatest achievements?


Why should we remember you in the future?





Writing-in-role


Pupils write as if they are their chosen famous person, using the following writing frame subheadings:  Who am I?  What do I do for  living?  Where do I live?  What does Liverpool look like in this year (they choose a year e.g. ? for Harvey Lonsdale Elmes, the year he won the competition to build St George’s Hall) What great things have happened to me so far in my life?  What will my greatest legacy to the people of Liverpool be?  Or How will the people of Liverpool remember me?
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
